DECLARE
That both parties recognise the representative faculties with which they are vested and which are considered valid, as well as the necessary legal capacity to sign this agreement for the execution of the project FILE CODE AND TITLE, co-financed by the Basque Agency for Development Cooperation, in accordance with the following
CLAUSES
· ONE: (OBLIGATORY).- Both the applicant organisation and the local organisation confirm that they are familiar with the content of Decree 34/2007, dated 27 February, by which all aid to projects under the charge of the Development Cooperation Fund is regulated (Official Bulletin of the Basque Country [BOPV] no. 53 dated 15 March 2007) and they are committed to compliance with the regulations derived from it.
· TWO: (OBLIGATORY).- The applicant organisation notified the local organisation: of the decision agreed in the Resolution dated XXX of the Management of the Basque Agency for Development Cooperation to grant a subsidy of €XX for the carrying out of the project “TITLE”. Of this amount:
1. €XX correspond to the direct costs of the project, according to the items in the approved budget. €XX to be carried out by the local organisation and €XX to be carried out by the applicant organisation, according to the budget items shown in the approved proposal. 
2. €XX correspond to indirect costs (administrative costs) of the applicant organisation.
· THREE: The applicant organisation is committed to contributing €XX for the development of the project according to that established in the approved budget.
· FOUR: (OBLIGATORY).- The subsidy shall be transferred from the Basque Agency for Development Cooperation to the general account of the applicant organisation in the following manner:
1. A first payment of €XX (20% of the total subsidy of the project) once the subsidy has been granted.
2. A second payment of €XX (40% of the total subsidy of the project) upon justification of at least 16% of the subsidy granted to the project).
3. A third and final payment of €XX (40% of the total subsidy of the project) upon justification of at least 48% of the subsidy granted to the project). 
· FIVE: The aforementioned amounts are approved and committed to in euros, so neither the Basque Agency for Development Cooperation nor the applicant organisation are liable for the damages resulting from the fluctuation in the exchange rate (between EUR/USD/PEN) throughout the carrying out of the project.
· SIX: The local organisation is committed to contributing the financial, human and material resources contemplated in the approved project for the start-up and effective carrying out of its actions.
· SEVEN: The local organisation is committed to the aforementioned amounts being devoted entirely to the carrying out of the project which is the object of this agreement, without them being able to be applied to the carrying out of other projects, programmes or actions of said organisation. It is therefore prohibited to devote them to anything else, or to assign the rights arising from this agreement.
· EIGHT: (OBLIGATORY) - All the personal property and real estate acquired with the contribution of the Basque Agency for Development Cooperation shall become the property of the subject population to whom the subsidy is aimed or, if that is not possible, of the local organisation, guaranteeing the continuity of the use for which the aid was granted. 
· NINE: The local organisation is committed to:
a) Opening a specific account for the project as soon as possible.
b) Beginning the project on XX.
b) Ending the project on XX.
d) Implementing the project in the approved terms. In case of modifications, informing the applicant organisation of the modifications intended, specifying the repercussions they would have on budgets. The applicant organisation, for its part, shall deliver the modification request to the Basque Agency for Development Cooperation, given that it is they who must authorise budget modification proposals. 
f) Sending the applicant organisation copies of the receipts of the transfers carried out and the corresponding bank proof. 
g) Throughout the development of the project contributing the following types of report, on a cumulative basis:
- Reports linked to payments: The second payment of the subsidy of the Basque Agency for Development Cooperation is linked to the justification of 16% of the subsidy granted and the third one to 48% of the subsidy granted. 
- Final report: This will be prepared when the project comes to an end, in the same format as the previous reports and on a cumulative basis. The financial report must justify 100% of the direct costs of the project, allowing variations between items no greater than 10% of the budget amount for each of them and without modifying the total amount of the subsidy and the total value of the project. The maximum period for the delivery of this report shall be six months starting from the end date of the project, that is, no later than xx.
Unjustified non-presentation of the aforementioned form shall be considered serious non-compliance and shall give rise to the effects contemplated in article 27.4 of the Decree 34/2007, dated 27 February, by which aid to projects under the Development Cooperation Fund is regulated.
f) The local organisation shall guarantee and facilitate access to the place of action of the project and its real estate, as well as the corresponding books, accounts and justification documents.
g) (OBLIGATORY) To use the specific account only for the exclusive use of the project which is the object of the agreement and to maintain separate accounts which allow discovery of the income and expenses specific to the action, as well as their respective description and dates. Said accounting shall be available to the Basque Agency for Development Cooperation at the headquarters of the local partner.
h) To make diligent use of the funds and to reinvest in the project interest generated in the specific account as direct costs of the project and as a subsidy contribution. In the financial reports there shall be an account of the amount obtained and the item or items whose imputation has been decided.
i) All the original justifications of expenses imputed to the subsidy must be processed with a seal in which the name of the project (or abbreviation), the name of the local partner or that of the applicant organisation and the legend “Basque Agency for Development Cooperation-year of announcement” appear. The justifications of the rest of the co-financiers do not need to be processed. A non-certified copy of said documents shall be delivered in the reports. The original justifications shall be available to the Basque Agency for Development Cooperation and/or the applicant organisation at the local partner’s headquarters. 
j) To make public the origin of the subsidy with regard to dissemination and advertising of the project undertaken, including the visible Basque Agency for Development Cooperation logo in the actions derived from the programme (publications, dissemination material, advertising, boards, signs, etc.).
· TEN: For their part, the applicant organisation is committed to:
a) Opening a specific account for the project from which, as soon as possible, the corresponding amounts for each of the subsidy payments shall be transferred to the local partner, in accordance with clause four.
b) Presenting all the required reports to the Basque Agency for Development Cooperation, as well as notifications, applications, etc. that due to their relevance substantially affect the contemplated development of the project.
c) Keeping the proof relating to the action at their business address and, if applicable, make it available to the Basque Agency for Development Cooperation as soon as possible. For these purposes, proof will be taken to mean the documents that provide evidence of deposits, transfers and expenses relating to the action. Likewise, the currency exchange rates used shall be attached.
d) Keeping the documentation referred to in the previous section for a minimum period of five years starting from the finalisation of the project, unless there is an inspection on the part of the Basque Agency for Development Cooperation in which their compliance is included.
e) Reinvesting the generated interest in the project, informing the Basque Agency for Development Cooperation of the amount and destination.
· ELEVEN: If the action to which this agreement refers is only partially carried out and funds are left over, the local organisation must refund the applicant organisation. The latter, meanwhile, shall transfer them to the Basque Agency for Development Cooperation in the terms established in article 27.4 of Decree 34/2007, dated 27 February, by which all aid to projects under the charge of the Development Cooperation Fund is regulated. 
· TWELVE: This agreement shall be terminated due to any of the following causes:
· Expiry of the agreement period.
· Mutually agreed withdrawal.
· A fortuitous case or a case of force majeure which affects its fulfilment.
· Non-compliance with obligations or lack of contributions by one of the parties.
· THIRTEEN: (OBLIGATORY) In case of conflict between the parties with regard to the carrying out of the project, the case shall be referred to XXX (indicate mechanisms in the country chosen for conflict resolution).
· FOURTEEN: With regard to that established in this agreement Decree 34/2007, dated 27 February, by which all aid to projects under the charge of the Development Cooperation Fund is regulated, shall be applied, committing both parties to compliance with the obligations established therein.
· FIFTEEN.- The agreement shall enter into force on the date it is signed and shall have a duration of xxxxx months, which can be extended for up to a maximum of 24 more months.
· SIXTEEN.- The parties assume direct liability and joint and several liability for the totality of the project.
